	Labeling Location 
	Labels must be conspicuously displayed on the building wall closest to the tank, or on a permanent sign installed at the tank location. When applicable, associated piping should be labeled at the point of building penetration and at points of filling or drawing.
	Labels must be conspicuously displayed on the tank.  When applicable, associated piping should be labeled at the point of building penetration and at points of filling or drawing.
	Portable Container/Bulk Storage Facilities must be conspicuously labeled.  Labels must be displayed on a wall near the storage facility or at the entrance.

Outdoor work and other material storage areas must be posted with the responsible operator/owner.
	Position standardized BNL/SCDHS labels so that they are readily visible and in close proximity to where workers/inspectors will perform their tasks.  Piping runs should be labeled to provide personnel with sufficient information to identify the system’s content.  Refer to the procedure BNL-O&M-II-04: System and Component Labeling, Rev. 0 for recommendations on appropriate label placement along the piping run.

	Maintain records of product delivery and consumption. Records must be maintained for five years.

	Monitoring 
	Perform weekly panel checks of leak detection and hi-level monitoring systems to ensure their continuous operation. 

Perform monthly system inspections, which include checking condition of labeling, sumps and piping, operability checks of overfill and leak detection probes, and dispensers (if applicable).  

Records of these checks must be maintained for five years. Any inoperative systems must be repaired immediately and noted in the record.

Cathodic Protection Systems must be tested annually.
	Perform monthly checks of the leak detection and hi-level monitoring systems, and inspect the condition of the tank system and secondary containment for evidence of leaks and spills, deterioration and cracks. Contact your Environmental Compliance Representative or the SME for additional information on requirements for testing electronic monitoring systems.  

Records of these checks must be maintained for five years. Any inoperative systems or system deficiencies must be repaired immediately and noted in the record. Standardized checklist forms are available through Environmental Compliance staff.

For tanks registered under NYS Chemical Bulk Storage regulations, perform daily inspections of tanks, piping and secondary containment systems for evidence of spillage or leaks (Records of these inspections do not need to be kept). Any leaks must be investigated immediately and corrective actions performed to repair the system.  

Additionally, five year in-depth tank system integrity inspections are required. Environmental Compliance staff can assist in coordinating these inspections.

Cathodic Protection Systems must be tested annually.
	Perform monthly inspections of coatings, curbing/dikes, and containers. Records of these checks must be maintained for five years. Any deficiencies (e.g., deformed drums, overcrowding, cracked curbing or blistered coatings) must be repaired immediately and noted in the record. Standardized checklist forms are available through the Environmental Compliance staff.

The volume of containers stored must not exceed the maximum registered.

Other Outdoor Storage/Work Areas must be inspected at least quarterly for evidence of excessive corrosion, or work by-products.  Areas are expected to be clean at all times.  Dumpsters and waste receptacles are expected to be closed, if practicable, to prevent contact with precipitation.  Work areas are to be clean at the end of each shift, and work should not be conducted during inclement weather.  Equipment, such as forklifts and cranes should be inspected routinely for evidence of leaks and should be parked on pavement. Environmental Compliance staff can assist in coordinating these inspections.  Storage of liquids must conform to the requirements for portable containers.  Large outdoor, unprotected storage areas that cannot be protected economically should be periodically monitored (e.g., sampled) to ensure no environmental impacts.
	For double-walled piping systems, perform annual integrity tests and conduct monthly inspection of piping sumps (if any). Perform monthly checks of leak detection systems. Primary piping should be inspected monthly for signs of leakage and external corrosion. 

Cathodic Protection Systems must be tested annually.

	Tightness Testing 
	When required, perform routine tightness testing of tanks and piping. All testing is to be performed in the presence of appropriate Environmental Services Division and County staff. All dates of testing must be coordinated a minimum of 72 hours before the test. Testing every five years is required for all single-walled facilities storing petroleum products greater than 1100 gallons. Other tank testing requirements will be determined on a case-by-case basis.
