For each “NO” response a corrective action should be provided or explanation noted in the “Comments” section stating why a corrective action is not warranted.  Inspection reports should be maintained by the responsible department and presented to representatives of the Environmental and Waste Management Services Division (EWMSD) and/or local regulatory agencies upon request.
