90-Day Hazardous Waste Accumulation Area Coordinator

Role:   Control and oversee operations of the organization’s 90-Day Hazardous Waste Accumulation Area(s) and Universal Waste Accumulation Area in accordance with the SBMS Hazardous Waste Management Subject Area.

Responsibilities: 

· Ensure that hazardous waste is not being accumulated in the 90-Day Accumulation Area for longer than 90 days from the accumulation start date.

· Ensure that no PCB wastes generated remain in the 90-Day Accumulation Area for longer than 30 days from the accumulation start date and/or the PCB out-of-service date.

· Coordinate transfers of hazardous waste being transferred from Satellite Accumulation Areas throughout the building/area into the 90-Day Accumulation Area.

· Place and segregate hazardous waste containers properly to minimize potential risk of interaction with incompatible wastes and ensure liquids are placed in secondary containment.

· Inspect 90-Day Accumulation Area at minimum weekly, or daily as necessary.

· Complete SBMS weekly inspection checklist form and other required records.

· Act as liaison with Environmental and Waste Management Services Division (EWMSD) for changes to the type/quantity of stored hazardous waste and alterations to the area.

· Notify EWMSD when wastes have accumulation start dates more than 60 days old to facilitate pick-up(s) and transfer to permitted areas.

· Maintain required Area signs, postings, and container labels. 

· Obtain proper Contingency Plan training, Hazardous Waste training (CBT/equivalent), and appropriate HAZWOPER training to respond to emergencies.

· Reduce waste generation whenever possible in accordance with BNL Pollution Prevention Program goals.

· Assist in the review of emergency plans and ensure the local emergency plan is updated to contain accurate information.

· Maintain 90-Day Area training and ensure generators are trained prior to placing waste in 90-Day Area.

· Properly manage Universal Waste Accumulation Areas as required.

Accountabilities:

· To line organizational management, for maintaining safe, effective, and compliant operations within the 90-Day Accumulation Area.

· To hazardous waste generators in the organization, to facilitate hazardous waste characterizations to ensure that improper characterization, improper documentation, and improper labeling of wastes do NOT occur.

· To EWMSD, for ES&H performance and compliance with applicable SBMS standards. 

Authorities:

· Take all necessary actions within the 90-Day Accumulation Area to ensure a safe work environment and to ensure regulatory compliance per applicable SBMS requirements.
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
