Transportation Safety Point of Contact 

Role: 
 Assist the organization in the implementation of their Transportation Safety Program and ensure compliance with DOT and BNL Hazardous Material Subject Areas. 

Responsibilities:

· Maintain minimum transportation safety awareness training (level 1).

· Provide an interface between the Laboratory Technical Safety Officer, Transportation Subject Matter Experts, shipping personnel (in Property & Procurement Management, I&SM, & Waste Management Division) and staff needing to ship material;

· Disseminate information to Department/Division personnel when changes are made that affect transportation safety.

· Assist Department/Division Staff in the identification of hazardous materials that are regulated by the Department of Transportation (DOT).

· Assist Department/Division Staff shipping hazardous materials to or from BNL in the application and conformance with the appropriate Transportation of Hazardous Materials Subject Areas. 

· Assure that hazardous materials (radiological and non-radiological) transferred on-site are either in the Materials of Trade category or are covered under a Safety Assessment Methodology (SAM).

· Notify management and Technical Safety Officer of any violations of DOT regulations or SBMS Subject Areas.

· Assist the Department/Division in reporting hazardous material transportation non-conformances to applicable Laboratory and regulatory authorities

Accountabilities:

· To the Department Chair/Division Manager, for full compliance with the Hazardous Materials Transportation Safety Subject Areas.

· To scientific and operations staff who transfer or transport hazardous material, for assistance in the implementation of the Hazardous Materials Subject Areas

· To the Laboratory, for full compliance in the area of transportation safety within their respective organizations.

Authorities:

· Take actions needed to ensure safe, effective, and compliant hazardous materials transfers/shipments.
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
